NOMINATION GUIDANCE NOTES and NOMINATION FORM

Nominees Criteria

1. All nominees should be of African-Caribbean descent/heritage/ origin (see note 1).

2. All nominees should be living, studying or working in the Birmingham Area (see note 2)
3. All nominees should be aged between 5 - 25 years

Nominees can be nominated for more than one category but a separate nomination form must be completed for each category.

When making your nominations please observe the following achievement definition. A panel assembled by ACYAN will use the criteria in collaboration with the guidance notes in order to ensure that the correct categorisation has been made.

Definition of an achievement is:
1. Any accomplishment gained by hard work and/or ability.

2. The realisation of previously unknown talent or ability.
3. The attainment of a goal/target or set of goals/targets.
Categories for nominations

There are SIX nomination categories
1. YOUNG CARERS/ CARING
Individuals who have helped young people, sick, injured or disabled people (see note 3), elder members of their family or community (see note 4).

2. YOUNG ENTREPRENEUR
Anyone who has successfully set up and runs a business (see note 5).
· Please note if under 18 note 5 does not apply, but the nominee will need to have been running a business for a min 12 months
3. COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT – Roi  Kwabena Award
Anyone who has contributed or made a difference to the community in which they work, study or live. Must have completed a minimum of 30 hours
4. ACADEMIC Achievement
Anyone who has made a significant improvement in their academic standard accredited and non-accredited. [E.g. gained higher grades than expected, excelled in a particular subject[s] or persevered against the odds having been at risk of exclusion].

5. PERFORMING ARTS [SINGING, song writing, poets, Dance Groups, Young Musicians ] - (see note  6)
Anyone who has contributed to dance, movement and sound, excluding singing. [Dance, drama, drumming, instrumental accomplishments].

6. AGAINST ALL ODDS – Chairs award
Individuals will be considered for this award if their achievement is outstanding given that circumstances were stacked against them

Notes – Please read:

1. ACYAN defines African-Caribbean as any young person who are described or who self-describe as Black-British, Black, African, African-British, Dual or mixed parentage where at least one parent is African-Caribbean as described above.
2. ACYAN describes the Birmingham area as an area with a Birmingham post code, B1, B7, B9, B19, B21, etc

3. As described by the Disability Discrimination Act 1995 and 2005

4. ACYAN define the community on the basis of age, gender, area, ethnicity, disability, religion or belief, place of study

5. ACYAN define a business as one that is: A community interest company, social enterprise or profit making business that is registered with Companies House and/or VAT registered where the person nominated has at least a 50% share in that business. 

6. For the PERFORMING ARTS AWARD please note the following:
SINGING
· All performances must have been done to a live audience 
· Must provide the ACYAN Nominations Panel with a Demo Video, CD or DVD or mobile phone.
· Nominees will be judged on the following additional criteria: Ability, Presentation, Originality, lyrical Content (must be positive Lyrics, free of profane, racist, sexist, blasphemous or homophobic content)
YOUNG MUSICIAN – Playing of a musical Instrument [ wind, string, percussion]
· Must provide the ACYAN Nominations Panel with a Demo Video, CD or DVD or mobile phone.

· Nominees will be judged on the following additional criteria: Ability, Presentation, Originality, knowledge of the instrument

WRITER/ POET
· Must provide the ACYAN Nominations Panel with a Demo Video, CD or DVD or mobile phone.

· Nominee will be judged on the following criteria’s: original content (must be positive Lyrics, free of profane, racist, sexist, blasphemous or homophobic content), style and presentation

DANCING / DRAMA
· Must provide the ACYAN Nominations Panel with a Demo Video, Cd or DVD or mobile phone.

· All styles welcome

· Individuals or group can be nominated

· Nominee will be judged on the following criteria’s: Originality, Presentation, Artistic interpretation
